Bioenergy and hydroelectric power were the
leading contributors within the renewable energy category, accounting for
67% and 29% of the renewable supply. In Serbia, recent high temperatures
have led to increased use of air conditioners and other cooling devices,
resulting in higher electricity consumption. Despite this challenge, Belgrade is
taking steps to ensure that its energy infrastructure is modern, sustainable,
and efficient.

Energy in Serbia

The main producer of electricity in Serbia
is Elektroprivreda Srbije. The company
has an installed capacity of 7,662 MW
and generates 38.9 TWh of electricity
per year. Its installed capacity in lignite-
fired thermal power plant is 4,390 MW,
gas-fired and liquid fuel-fired combined
heat and power plants is 336 MW, and
hydropower plants is 2,936 MW. EPS is
also the largest producer of lignite in
Serbia operating in the Kolubara and
